ADB Delegation Visits Amaravati to Review Capital City Development and
Strengthen Institutional Collaboration

A high-level delegation from the Asian Development Bank (ADB), comprising
senior representatives from ADB Manila and the India Resident Mission, visited
Amaravati to review ongoing development initiatives, assess infrastructure progress,
and engage in strategic discussions with Andhra Pradesh Capital Region Development
Authority (APCRDA) officials. The visit reflects the continued partnership between
APCRDA and ADB in advancing sustainable, resilient, and future-ready urban
development in the Capital Region.

The delegation included Mr. L. Satya Srinivas, Executive Director, Asian
Development Bank; Mr. Ponnuraj, Advisor to the Executive Director; Ms. Mio Oka,
Country Director, India Resident Mission; Mr. Sanjay Divakar Joshi, Principal Urban
Development Specialist; and Mr. Ashwin Hosur Viswanath, Senior Project Officer
(Urban). The visiting team undertook a field visit across key project locations in
Amaravati to understand the progress of integrated capital city planning.

During the field visit, Sri A. Bhargav Teja, I.A.S., Additional Commissioner,
APCRDA, briefed the ADB delegation on the planning framework, infrastructure
execution strategy, flood mitigation systems, and phased development approach being
implemented across the capital city region. The team commenced the visit from the
Undavalli Pumping Station and travelled along Karakatta—E3—-N9—-E6 corridors, covering
Zone 3A, E6-Thullur Road-E7 stretch, Zone 2B, Gravity Canal along N16, E3 and West
Park Road corridors, and key alignments including E12, N9 and E3 before reaching the
APCRDA Office. The significance of trunk infrastructure, land pooling scheme layouts,
institutional zones, and major mobility corridors in shaping Amaravati as a sustainable
and well-integrated capital city was explained in detail.

A detailed meeting was held at the APCRDA Office under the leadership of Sri K.
Kanna Babu, I.A.S., Commissioner, APCRDA, and Sri A. Bhargav Teja, |.A.S.,
Additional Commissioner, APCRDA, along with senior officials including Ms. Uma



Adusumilli, Director Strategy — Planning & Resource Mobilisation; Ms. P. Jayasree,
Nodal Officer (GRM) / Legal; and other APCRDA and ADCL officials. APCRDA officials
presented the progress of capital city development, project execution frameworks, and
governance initiatives.

As part of the programme, demonstrations on Digital Twin technology and
ICT-enabled construction monitoring tools were showcased, highlighting APCRDA’s
adoption of technology-driven planning, transparency, and citizen-centric governance.
Discussions also focused on strengthening institutional coordination, sustainable
infrastructure planning, and financing mechanisms to accelerate Amaravati’'s
development trajectory.

At the conclusion of the APCRDA visit, the ADB delegation was presented with
Andhra Pradesh Geographical Indication (Gl) products as a gesture of goodwill and
appreciation, reflecting the State’s rich cultural heritage and extending a warm send-off
to the visiting team.

Subsequently, the ADB delegation visited the State Secretariat, where they met
Sri K. Vijayanand, |.A.S., Chief Secretary of Andhra Pradesh, and Sri S. Suresh Kumar,
I.LA.S., Principal Secretary, Municipal Administration and Urban Development (MAUD),
along with senior officials of the Government of Andhra Pradesh. Discussions were held
on strengthening institutional coordination, accelerating infrastructure development, and
advancing strategic initiatives aimed at the upliftment and long-term growth of
Amaravati as the State’s capital city.

The ADB delegation’s engagement with APCRDA and the Government of
Andhra Pradesh underscores Amaravati’'s growing international collaboration and
commitment to planned, inclusive, and environmentally responsive capital city
development. The visit forms part of a broader programme involving consultations with
senior state leadership to align development priorities and enhance long-term
cooperation.
