Delegation from the World Bank and the Asian Development Bank Visits Amaravati Capital City
Projects.

A high-level delegation from the World Bank and Asian Development Bank visited the Amaravati
Capital City Projects as part of the CRO mission to review the ongoing infrastructure and
development activities implemented by the Andhra Pradesh Capital Region Development Authority
(APCRDA) and associated agencies.
