A high-level delegation from the
Asian Development Bank (ADB)
wvisited Amaravats the capital city of
Andhra Pradezh. on Monday to as-
sess the ongomng whan development
and mfrastructure works. The visit-
ing team from the ADB Water and
Urban Development Sector -
cluded Semor Director Ms. Nona
Saito, Director Manoj Sharma Pnn-
cipal Urban Development Special-
15t Sanjay Joshi, and Senior Project
Officer Ashwin Hosur Vishwanath.
The delezation began its visit at
the APCRDA office in Vijayawada,
where they were received by
APCRDA Commussioner K.
Kannababu, along with Additional
Commuissioners G. Swya Sar
Praveen Chand and Avmlmem Bhar-
gava Tej. They later held detailed
discussions with senior officials of
APCRDA and Amaravati Develop-
ment Corporation Limited (ADCL)
regarding the cumrent progress of
Amanvau s development projects.
Commussioner Kannababu zave
a comprehensive presentanon out-
hning the capital cty’s planning,
progress. and alignment wath gov-
emment objecnvs He highlizhted
key mmitiatives in wban mfrastruc-
ture, environmental and social safe-
guard measures, farmer participa-
tion. and emplovment generztion

through skill development pro-
grammes. The ADB officials were
also bniefed on the labour welfare
measures implemented across the
project sites. Following the review
meeting. the ADB team visited sev-
eralkey project locations, mchuding
the CRDA Special Deputy Collec-
tor’s Office at Mandadam Shaka-
muru Rezervoir, the completed res-
1dential complexes for MLAs,
MILCs, and Gazetted Officers. the
Amaravati Government Complex
(AGC) compnsing the Lezislative
Assembly and HOD Towers, the N9
Road, and the proposed Water Treat-
ment Plant site. Thev zlso visited the
existing High Cowt building.

At each site, CRDA and ADCL
officials explained the construchon
progress, design details. and imple-
mentation timelines. During their

visit to Mandadam_ the delegation
was bnefed on the funchioning of the
Gnevance Redressal Mechanism
(GRM) designed to address public
concerns related to the Amaravat
project. The ADB officials ex-
pressed satisfaction with the GRM’s

effectiveness and the overall
progress of the project.

Later, at the Shakamuru Rezer-
voir site, the team interacted with
ADCL officials, Project Manage-
ment Consultant= (PMC). and con-
tractors, who provided updates on
project execution and the measures
bemng taken to ensure fimely com-
pletion. The delegation commended
the coordinated effort= between
ADB. the State Government, and
local agencies m realizing the vision
of Amaravat as a world-class cap:-
