Naidu inaugurates APCRDA
headquarters, promises
justice for capital farmers

CM stresses that Amaravatis growth rests on the contributions of farmers, entrusting the task of

arking a symbolic
M revival of Andhra
Pradesh’s capital

project, Chief Minister N.
Chandrababu Naidu on
Monday (October 13) in-
augurated the new Andhra
Pradesh Capital Region De-
velopment Authority
(CRDA) headquarters
building at Amaravati. The
event, held amid Vedic
chants, saw the participa-
tion of Union Minister of
State for Rural Develop-
ment Pemmasani Chandra
Sekhar, Minister for Muni-
cipal Administration and
Urban Development P. Na-
rayana, and local MLA Sra-
van Kumar, along with
farmers who had given
their lands for the capital
city under the land pooling
scheme.

Speaking after the in-
auguration, Mr. Naidu reaf-
firmed his government’s
commitment to protecting
the interests of Amaravati
farmers, promising that no
farmer would face any
hardship. He entrusted the
responsibility of address-
ing farmers’ issues to Mr.
Narayana, Mr. Chandra
Sekhar, and Mr. Sravan Ku-
mar, while assuring that
any unresolved issues

would be handled perso-
nally by him. “I will soon
hold a special meeting with
the farmers who gave their
lands. Their sacrifices will
never be forgotten,” he
said.

The Chief Minister re-
called that Amaravati’s
land pooling model was a
pioneering success, un-

matched anywhere in the
world. “The history of that
success belongs to Amara-
vati's farmers,” he said,
noting that those who had
once mocked the capital as
a desert would now wit-
ness its transformation.
“We will ensure that farm-
ers who were humiliated
earlier now receive double

the respect and benefits
they deserve.”

Mr. Naidu described
Amaravati as a self-fi-
nanced, high-tech capital
project, and announced
that the city would be de-
veloped into a ‘Quantum
Valley’ alongside new tech-
nology hubs like Visakha-
patnam, which is set to
host a major Google Data
Centre.

“Just as the Hi-Tech City
once turned Hyderabad in-
to a global hub, Amaravati
will now lead Andhra Pra-
desh’s quantum and Al re-
volution,” he said.

He emphasised that Am-
aravati's foundation was
sacred and unshakable, re-
calling how soil and water
from temples, mosques,
and churches across India
were brought for the capi-
tal’s foundation ceremony.
“Every day, I pray to Lord
Venkateswara for the pro-
gress of Amaravati,” he re-
marked emotionally. Call-
ing for collective effort, Mr.
Naidu urged all stakehol-
ders to “join hands for Am-
aravati's complete
development.”

He concluded by de-
scribing the CRDA build-
ing’s inauguration as “the
first milestone in the re-
newed journey of Andhra
Pradesh’s growth.”
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
